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-A webpage is a hypertext document that is a part
of the World Wide Web.

-Websites are a collection of webpages about the
same topic. They can be found using browsers.
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-Examples of websites are Amazon and YouTube.
Webpages are the different pages on the websites.

-Websites are created for a chosen purpose, and
with a particular audience in mind.

-They include navigation paths, and must adhere
to copyright and fair use of media rules.

Google Sites has been used in these examples, but lots of other web page creation
software and apps are available, with similar tools and functions.
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Features of Good Websites

Websites can be found using browsers. Browsers allow us to find our way around the
worldwide web, and show Hs what websites look like.

Most websites contain a home page, which introduces the website. The other
pages (sub-pages) on the website go into more detail about individual topics.
