Democracy 

• The children are given the opportunity to find out about a wide range of faiths and 
religions, allowing them to make their own decisions.  

• During Religious Education all pupils have an equal right to be heard and democracy 
is modelled by the teacher. 

• Children have an opportunity to be voice their opinions during pupil voice in relation to 
RE at WKPS and outcomes of interviews and questionnaires acted upon where 
possible. 

 

Rule of Law • During Religious Education rules for particular faiths are thought about.
