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RAF West Kirby wus a training camp located

3 miles (4.8 km) from West Kirby village, from
which it took its name. It was set up in WW2 to

train new recruits. Approximately, 150,000
conscripts went through its gates up until 1960.

The War Memorial on Grange Hill commemorates
the men and women of West Kirby and Hoylake
who gave their lives in WW1 and WW?2. It has two
